With 1,200 otherpersons, he said, he crossed fromthe Polish lines to the German linesand was permitted to proceed byway of East Prussia and the BalticStates to Oslo, 'The German author-ities did not confiscate any of hisfilms, he said.Spent Time in DugoutDuring his visit to Warsaw nelived in a dugout in the AmericanEmbassy. He saw two direct hitson the embassy building proper dur-ing his stay. The photographeradded. that Mayor Starzynsici him-self did not take to shelter duringthe bombings because, as he explained, he would never get anywork done if he concerned himselfabout air raids.Another passenger on the shipwas Kirsten Flagstad, the operasinger, who passed a three-monthvacation in Oslo.
