Referring to our conversation of Maréh 10th 1944, during which

you were kind enough to offer your valued aid in the procurement of

materiel for the Folish Intelligence Service, with special consider-

ation for the needs of our training school - I wish to inform you,

thet I notified my Headquarters in London to that effect.

According to your suggestion, the necessary requirements will

be presented to Col. Bruce in London, whom, 1 hope you had the opportu-

nity to inform about this matter.

At the same time I wish to extend to you, with a great deal of

pleasure, the heartiest thanks for your generous help in the- neme of

my Headquarters. May I assure you Sir, that your aid is greatly

appreciated by our Service.

My Heedquarters instructed me, to convey to you, our most cordial

invitation for a few of your officers to participate in the courses

condusted in our Intelligence School. We would be happy to have from

one to five men, who should have a knowledge of the Polish language,

since the lectures are delivered only in 'olish, although the trainigg

could be conducted in English.

Each course consists of two semesters, covering three months each.

The first is of a general training nature, the other a specializing

course.

The second semester of the present course will begin on June Sth.

An entirely new course will begin in September. Probably we could hold

a special course beginning May lst, so that your officers would receive

a monthly basic training and then could goin the regular second semester

with the other Polish officers,

We would like to have the names of the

officers as well, so that we can prepare for their arrival, Your reply

may be forwarded directly to Col. Bruce in London or to me.

Following your suggestion, that Łt.Col. Sadowski contact your

representatives in Cairo, he has called at your office there, but

it appeared that as yet they have not received your instructions.
